OF JAPANESE HISTORY

Christians have been active in Japan in two distinct periods. This diagram shows how they fit into the broader 
context of Japanese history. Christianity was not absent between the two periods; rather some practiced their 
faith in secret (kakure Kirishitan) during the intense persecution of the Edo period. This poster highlights some 
of the more notable events and people in the history of Japanese society and the Japanese church.
